Subj:         Dilitiazem

We have fielded numerous calls regarding the addition of dilitiazem for ALS units effective July 1, 2007 as part of the transition to the new ALS protocols.  The concerns that we have been receiving are related to the packaging and formulations allowed.  Because of the vast differences in packaging and handling requirements, we contacted the members of the Medical Advisory Committee and reviewed the available products.  Listed below are the approved formulations for dilitazem and any other requirements:
1.  Add –Vantage system (100mg powder with ANY size diluting bag)

2. Lyojet syringe

3. 100mg vial liquid – Refrigeration required diltiazem may not be stored at room temperature. Some form of verification for proper temperature must be in place (i.e. log book, thermometer with alarm) to ensure that proper handling is maintained.
